1. Parties to the agreement

2. Proposal of the agreement

3.1.3. Study of collection stored in IEBR.

3.1.4. Organization of permission for the field works.

3.1.5. Organization of export permissions for collected specimens.

3.1.6. Facilities for the examine on the specimens keeping in Department of Insect Systematics (DIS).

3.1.7. Joint study of materials an joint publication for results.

3.2. The Department of Entomology, Royal Belgian Institute of Natural Sciences (ISNB) will provide:

3.2.1. Organization of collecting, identification of (group of Insects) in Vietnam.

3.2.2. Formation of collection of this group of Insects in IEBR.

3.2.3. Training of young specialist in Insect taxonomy.

3.2.4. Arrange for the necessary equipment for the Department of Insect Systematics (DIS) when appropriate.

3.2.5. Organization of funding for the joint field trips.

3.2.6. Performing of financial obligation for the necessary expenses to IEBR (Office running expenses, for getting permission and visa arrangement).

3.2.7. Update literature and reference in Entomological research for DIS.

3.2.8. Joint study of material and joint publication of results.

This agreement is valid during 3 years, and will be prolonged if both sides will be ready to continue this cooperative work.

- To master the methods of analysis of phylogenetic relationships.

- To make field collection to expand materials for the project research.

- To prepare and submit (to international journals) two or three manuscripts, each dealing with the species level taxonomy of a few to several genera of Vietnam Robber and Maydas flies and cicadas and plant-hoppers.
